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Statement by the Education Minister

Education Minister (Shri Hardwari Lal) : Sir, I shall like

to make a statement

Mr. Deputy Speaker : Yes, please.



Education Minister : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, recent
defections from the Congress Party which facilitated the fall of
the Congress Government and which enabled the present
Government to be formed, have been the subject of widespread
comment, both among the members of this House and the
public. My acceptance of a place in the Government seems to
form a point of special controversy. Naturally anxious to enjoy
the good opinion of the Hon’ble Members of the House and the
approval of the public in general and of my constituents in
particular, I feel bound to throw some light on the whole

episode and to explain and define my own attitude towards it.

(Education Minister)

My Part in recent developments has been exaggerated to
appear as one of the main reasons for the falt of Bhagwan
Dayal Government. I had nothing to do with its fall. Those who
brought it about were the 11 or 12 members of the Congress
party. Openly repudiating the leadership of Pt. Bhagwat Dayal
and a schemer who had his one foot in the Congress camp and
the other in the camp of the United Front. The Government
indeed, fell in spite of myself and it was not the proverbial

sinking ship that I left.

What has happened seems to touch the very basis of our
political system. The House must, therefore, know some of the
details of the drama and the main actors of it. Apart from
those I have already mentioned. Pt. Bahgwat Dayal himself

unwittingly wrought his own destruction. Before the



Government which resigned on 22rd March, 1967, had been
formed, a solemn pact of comradership was concluded among
three of us. The pact required Rao Birender Singh t o support
the candidature of Pt. Bhagwat Dayal for the leadership of the
Congress party and promised for him a leading role in the
formation of the Government. It was also solemnly stipulated
that in the event of disagreement between them on any point, I
would arbitrate. The terms of the pact were not kept. Rao
Birender Singh did his part of the job. But when it came to the
formation of the Government he was cold-shouldered and was
cruelly reminded among other things, of his dismissal from the
Cabinet; infamously brought about in 1961 to the great
chagrin of his helpless friends and to the dismay of the

observers of the political scene. (Interruptions)

That a sum not exceeding Rs 34,220,000 be granted to the
Governer to defray the charges that will come in the course of
payment for the year 1966-67 (from the 1st November, 1966 to
the 31st March, 1967) in respect of 9 — Land Revenue.

That a sum not exceeding Rs 2,65,500 be granted to the
Governor to defray the charges that will come in the course of
payment for the year 1966-67 (from the 1st November, 1966 to
the 31st March, 1967) in respect of 10 — States Excise Duties.

That a sum not exceeding Rs 1,41,000 be granted to the
Governor to defray the charges that will come in the course of
payment for the year 1966-67 (from the 1st November, 1966 to
the 31st March, 1967) in respect of 11 — taxes on Vechicles.

Ch. Debi Singh (Hathin): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir,
the Demands under discussion relate to the period from 1st
November, 1966, i.e. from the inception of Haryana State, to
31st March, 1967.
