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Sh. S.P. Jaiswal (Karnal): Madam Chairman, we
have the Appropriation Bill today arising out of the passing of
the Budget Estimates of our State for the current financial
year. The other day, an hon. Member of this House while
speaking on the Budget said that he did not know how the
Budget was prepared or demands were created. He said he had
asked Sh. Mool Chand Jain, ex-Finance Minister of our State,
to guide him about the manner in which the Budget is
prepared, but was told “that he also did not know it; and that
actually this was the work of the Secretaries”. Madam
Chairman, I am wondering if our present Fiance Minister
knows how budget is made or she is also entirely dependent

on the Secretaries.

The Budget system, as you are aware, Madam, of
the Government, is quite different from other budgets.
Whereas all the other budgets are parepared so as to adjust
the expenditure according to the income, the Government
Budget is prepared so as to create income to meet the
expenditure. Just imagine, Madam Chairman, our Finance
Minister applying the Government Budgeting system to her
personal Budget. By the Government Budget method cars, air
conditioners and so on. After she has prepared this Budgetary
expenditure of approximately Rs. 10 lakhs, she would sit down
and lok for revenues, how to create the income to meet this

expenditure. To meet this expenditure she will then have to



resort to pick pocketing or picking pockets, the same way as

the Government does.

Madam Chairman, the time has come when the

system of Government Budgeting must be altered.

I would suggest that our Government should
prepare the Budget according to the normal methods of
budgeting; the first person to give a lead in this will create
history of having managed to get out of the clutches of the

civil servants.

Now, Madam, our Excise Department has demanded
a sum of Rs. 1,50,000 for payment to the Uttar Pradesh
Government as export duty. If our budgeting system was
proper, I am sure such wasteful expenditure could be
completely eliminated. This demand or I would say this
expenditure is the result of the desire of a senior officer of
this Government, who happens to be a personal friend of Sh.
N.N. Mohan of the Mohan Meakin Breweries, to help his
friend. With this end in view the supplies of country liquor are
being obtained from Uttar Pradesh in spite of the fact that
ther are two distilleries, one at karnal and the other at
Modinagar, in the State which can easily meet the demand of
country liquor. They are by far capable of producinig the
liquor needed by our State. Bujt by purchasing country liquor
from this particular Distillery in Uttar Pradesh, this
Department is on the one hand helping the Mohan Meakin
Breweries and on the other hand are out to harm the cause of
Haryana State. Such people, who are responsible for actions
like this have no love for Haryana and are people who are

against the prosperity of the State.



Madam, if the budgeting system suggested by me is

followed, it will eliminate parasite schemes like :-
(1)the Block Development; and (2) Public Relations.

There is no utility of these schemes, so far as the
general public is concerned. The Block Development scheme
has nothing to do except to provide employment and pleasure
to those who are working under this scheme. The Public
Relations Department has actually become a ‘Dhandorchi’
Department for the hon. Ministers. When a Minister goes to a
place, the publicity department spends thousands of rupees in
making arrangements for a Jalsa’ to be addressed by that
Minister. Then, Madam, what is Provided at that ‘Jalsa’
interesting for you to know. This Department makes
arrangements for dance and music by the staff of the public
Relations Department kept on its role just to entertain the
Minister. These are expenses which can be easily reduced.
This pleasure at the cost of the poor people, who do not get
even one square meal a day can hardly be said to be justified.
It does not do us any credit on the contrary it puts us to
shame. If we change our system of budgeting, we will also be
able to reduce excessive and undersireable incomes as at
present derived by way of excise duty and surcharge on land
revenue and on property tax. This excessive income from
excise is being earned at the cost of the health of our people
Haryanavis, the people of Haryana. Because of heavy taxation
on country liquor its price in the market is high. The result is
that the poor people resort to drinking methylated spirit. This
spirit is denatured by slow acting poisons, and by the use of

this denatured spirit the health of the people is drastically



affected. This denatured spirit shortens the life of the people
and weakens the eye-sight. We must, therefore, cut down our
excessive income from excise as it causes great damage to the
health of our people. We do want revenue but not at the cost
of tears of widows and their children. Then, Madam, there is
this surcharge on land revenue. This tax could easily have
been reduced or abandoned, if only there had been proper
economy in the State expenditure. Therefore, as suggested by
me earlier, we should change our budgeting system so that we

have minimum taxes.

Mada, coming to the investment side, [ would
submit that Government funds are not being invested
properly. Improper investments are being made on Bandobast
and on the establishment of industrial colonies. The people
will be taxed for the next three or four years for meeting the
charges of Bardobast. The Chief Minister was pleased to say
that the Bandobast has to be done because it is ordinarily
expected to be done after forty years and that now it is long
over due. May [ say, Madam, that if this Bandobast is not
doen now and unnecessary expenditure is saved by postponing
it, heavens are not going to come down. This Bandobast can
certainly be postponed till our State is in a better financial

position.

Similarly, Madam, these industrial colonies are
taking large sums of the public expense. I said the other day
in this House that this expenditure is going to be all waste.
Even this morning I was reading that the Madhya Pradesh
Government have discontinued the setting up of industrial

colonies. Our Government should learn a lesson from the fate



of the industrial colonies already created. Take the case of
Sonepat and Panipat. They are lying wuselessly and the

expenditure incurred thereon has all gone waste.

Madam, there is another important point that I
would like to make here about the Industries Department. We
should have in this Department, only officers as departmental
heads, who know a great deal about the industries and their
deifficulties so that hey can be of some help to the industry in
the State. I have already said when I spoke on the Industries
Demand that the promises made to the industry are merely
tall talk. In fact, the industries instead of being given proper
assistance and help by the Department, are being harassed by

and large by the various Departments.

The people at the had of the Industries Department,
are such who know little or nothing of industies. They are
incapable of understanding the difficultiers of industries and
so cannot create any faith in the minds of the enterprenues.
The Heads of the Industries Department should be techmically
qualified people and not merely an [.A.S. Such persons are
only capable of destroying industry by cancellation of licenses
of old established industries for personal reasons as has been
repeatedly attempted in the case of the Karnal Distillery.
Madam, I may suggest to the Government that a couple of
industries that are under the Excise Department should also
be transferred to the Industries Department as that may cause

lesser difficulties for these industries.

Much has been said about prohibition and
nationalization. The experiment of prohibition has failed and it

is time that we should give it up. If the prohibition is



introduced people start illicit distillation which not only tells
upon the health of the people but also erodes the economy of
the country. Similar is the case of nationalization. All the
industries in the Public Sector are running at a loss.
Therefore, fads like prohibition and nationalization should be
given up as they result in no good to the people and only in
losses to the Government and consequent burden on the

people.

The expenses on administrative machinery and its
pleasures, such as the creation of and maintenance of Circuit
and Rest Houses, luxury cars, residential telephones and free
medical aid should be drastically curtailed; if not eliminated
altogether. I have already pointed out in this House the other
day that a senior officer in the Government spent a sum of Rs.
25000 for going to U.K. for the treatment of his eye. In a State
like ours where people die everyday for want of medical aid,
this sort of expenditure is a luxury which we can hardly
afford.

And the last but not least the Government must
desist from administrative and political victimization and
avoid the consequent waste on litigation as a result thereof.
The house will be surprised to know that as a result of such
victimization some 3000 writ petitions have been filed in the
High Court during the year. And in fact the justification for a
High Court arises out of writ petitions against the

Government.

As for the supersession of Karnal Municipal
Committee, much has been said. I must say that it is wholly

justified. Since I represent that constituency which is directly



concerned with this Committee, I am in a position to make

this statement with authority.

In the end I hope and pray that good sense will
prevail on our Government and they will begin to look more to

the benefit and the interests of the people of our State.
