the official gazette; thus creating a possible  scenario where 

two individuals could be treated as elected representatives, 

leading to an unprecedented and anomalous situation which 

would have the de facto result of curtailing the term of the 

earlier elected representative. 

2. The Bill also does not seem to have that a period 

of 45 days is normally required for conducting Municipal 

elections. In 1994 and 2000, the State Election Commission 

took 49 and 41 days respectively to complete the process of 

Municipal elections. In the case Punjab Panchayati Union 

Versus State of Punjab and others (reported as AIR 2002 

Punjab & Haryana page 356), the Hon’ble High Court of 

Punjab & Haryana has held as follows:- 

“...on a combined reading of the provisions in 

Section 29, 29-A and 209 alongwith part IX of the 

Constitution, it appears that the State Government can 

initiate process of elections prior to the date on which the 

term of the existing Panchayats is due to expire. How much 



prior? It would depend upon the situation at a particular point 

of time. The Constitution and the Act do not prescribe any 

period. Thus, no hard and fast rule can be laid down. 

Normally, the period shall only be such as may, of necessity, 

be needed by the authority to complete the process of 

election...” 

Therefore, the existing provision of Section 161(I)(i) 

of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 is more than 

adequate to complete the process of election and to meet any 

exigency whatsoever.”,
